Mean:
Sum of the data set, divided by
the number of data values.

1+2+2+3+4=12

12 +5=2.4

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Median:

The mode of a data set is the
value or values that occur most

often. Data can have one mode,
more than one mode, or no

mode. When all values occur only
once, there is no mode.
